SITE SUMMARY:  Paradise Farm is a 30-acre site that is being returned to agricultural use by 

Farmer Frog under a Lease Agreement with Snohomish County Parks. The survey was 

conducted along the perimeter of the southwest portion of the 30-acre parcel that is part of the 

793-acre Paradise Valley Conservation Area. The survey was prompted by a report from the 

community partner that two black bears had been seen at 8:00 AM about ten days prior to 

WWOôs visit emerging from the cabin located behind the main house, aka The Lloyd Farmstead. 

The site is heavily disturbed by livestock (goats) and human activity.  There are two community 

partner trail cams located on the site, one active and one not. We were there to see what sign 

we could see and how active black bears might be at the location, which has abundant food 

resources for them. Farmer Frog has asked Western Wildlife Outreach to come in and assist 

with a wildlife management plan in order to mitigate for wildlife conflicts as they intensify their 

sustainable farming education activities at the site. 

INITIAL FINDINGS:  Black bear (tentative, pic), coyote (pic), goat and other scat (pic) were 

found within the fence line (pic), along with a lot of those species naturally occurring foods such

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as grasses, sedges, fruit trees/shrubs, etc. On cursory examination it appears that carnivores 

may move through the site as part of their regular rounds, probably established prior to the 

return of farming activity to the site. The addition of two-four more cameras to the site might 

yield more information about how wildlife are entering and exiting the fields that lay on the inside 

of the fence line (pic).  Tracking the substrate was difficult because itôs so compacted. 

Recommended next trip should be a deeper survey of the inside and outside of the fence line 

perimeter to determine access points, routes of travel by wildlife, focal species black bear and 

possibly to install wildlife cameras in three locations around the cabin and fields of the transect 

line.

(x1), Bald Eagle (x2), Dark-eyed Junco (many), Hairy Woodpecker (x1, pic).

content (grass/sedge?) and location (in and around cabin). Scat was old, dried and mingled with 

goat scat.  
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PHOTO GROUP #2, N 47.47.19   W 122.04.65:  UnID Scat ï looks like grass content. 

Appears similar to cabin scat but fresher. Located in field behind barn (pictured).   
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PHOTO GROUP #3, N 47.47.19   W 122.04.65: Coyote Scat ï looks like small mammal
